CALL TO ORDER — CLOSED SESSION

Prior to the beginning of Closed Session, Board member Mike Dunn informed Superintendent Baarstad that he
might have a conflict of interest preventing him from participating in discussions or actions related to the sale of
the District’s Kelley Road property. Mr. Dunn is a neighbor of one of the investors/owners of Daylight Investors,
the company proposing to purchase the Kelley Road property. Pending further information from Mr. Dunn and
legal analysis from District legal counsel, Dr. Baarstad recommended Mr. Dunn recuse himself from the Closed
Session discussion of Kelley Road.

At 5:01 p.m. President Peggy Buckles announced that the Board would convene into Closed Session, and asked if
there were any public speakers for the Closed Session agenda items; there were none.

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Call to Order and Roll Call: President Buckles called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. Present were Board
members Peggy Buckles, Mike Dunn, Pat Phelps and Dr. Timothy Stephens. Dr. Connolly was absent.
Administration: Dr. Jeffrey Baarstad, Superintendent, Robert Iezza, Deputy Superintendent, Instructional Services,
Dr. Jon Sand, Assistant Superintendent, Business Services, and Mark McLaughlin, Assistant Superintendent,
Personnel Services. Dr. Jeff Davis, Director, Secondary Education, Jeanne Valentine, Director, Elementary
Education and David Fateh, Director, Planning & Construction, were also present.

Mrs. Buckles read the procedural announcements and welcomed everyone to the meeting.

Comments from the Public
One public speaker related her experience at a DAC meeting last school year, May 13, and the minutes from the
meeting where she felt the procedures did not follow the Brown Act.

Comments from Individual Board Members

Mrs. Phelps 1) clarified information for the public and others who have questioned why there have not been
meetings to discuss the bond measure. 2) attended the DAC meeting on September 9 and was disappointed for the
DAC representatives who felt as if they were being threatened by comments made by a public speaker who said
that a fine and/or imprisonment could be enforced if the Brown Act rules were not followed. Mrs. Phelps
expressed her respect for what DAC has meant to the district over the years, and hopes that the exchange of
information at future meetings will not be stymied by threats from a community member. 3) was pleased that when
she attended the Conejo Coalition for Youth and Families, Kathleen Murvin was recognized and congratulated for
receiving the Golden Bell award. 4) mentioned The Parent Project program sponsored by the Thousand Oaks
Police Department and Conejo Recreation & Park District regarding many issues with teenage children. The 10-
week series begins September 18, 6-9:00 p.m. at the Adult Ed Horizon Hills Campus. (Please check the District’s
website for more information.) 5) announced that the Youth Commission is currently giving a report to the City of
Thousand Oaks regarding their vision for the City in the next 50 years. 6) visited EARTHs Magnet School and
received a tour of the science labs from new Principal, Jeff Rickert.

Dr. Stephens mentioned his visit to Westlake Elementary and complimented new principal, Megan Triplett.
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Mrs. Buckles stated that she attended fun and informative Back-to-School nights at Maple and Cypress Elementary
School, and an annual patriotic event at Banyan Elementary on September 11, where police and firemen were
thanked for their community support. Mrs. Buckles represents the Board for the Conejo/Las Virgenes Future
Foundation, and mentioned that the Youth Leadership Congress will be sending out applications soon for high
school participation.
