California Healthy Youth Act (CHYA)

Enacted January 1, 2016, this law integrates the instruction of 
comprehensive sexual health education and HIV prevention education.

The bill requires school districts to ensure that all pupils in grades seven 
to twelve, inclusive, receive comprehensive sexual health education and 
HIV prevention education.

51937-51939 Notice & Parental Excusal

● Parent/guardian has right to excuse child from all or 
part of comprehensive sexual health and HIV 
prevention education through a passive consent 
(“opt-out”) process
